In 2005 we had limited supply of Pinot Noir. This year 
we were able to locate new vineyard sources in the 
Santa Cruz Mountains.   
 
The 2006 Pinot is reminiscent of the elegant 2004 
vintage with dark cherry and violet aromas.  This wine 
has a smooth tannin structure with flavor of Bing 
cherries and would pair well with a rack of lamb.

BARGETTO WINERY’S Regan Estate Vineyards is 
nestled in the foothills of the Santa Cruz Mountains at 
500 ft elevation. Its close proximity (7 miles) to the 
waters of the Pacific Ocean yields grapes with intense 
concentration of flavors and good acid structure. 
Limited yields also contribute to the production of rich 
wine, capable of extended aging.
